ational Geographic magazine recently in-

cluded an article commemorating the 400th 

anniversary of the King James translation of 

the Bible.  You don’t have to be a fan of the 

King James Version (or even a Christian) to notice how 

the Bible (especially the KJV) “has sewn itself into the 

fabric of language.” The article notes, “If a child is ever 

the apple of her parent’s eye or an idea 

seems as old as the hills, if we are at 

death’s door or at our wits’ end, if we have 

gone through a baptism of fire or are about 

to bite the dust, if it seems at times that the 

blind are leading the blind or we are casting 

pearls before swine, if you are either butter-

ing someone up or casting the first stone, 

the King James Bible, whether we know it or not, is 

speaking through us. The haves and have-nots, heads on 

plates, thieves in the night, scum of the earth, best until 

last, sackcloth and ashes, streets paved in gold, and the 

skin of one’s teeth—all of them have been transmitted to 

us by the translators who did their magnificent work 400 

years ago.” 

 Of course this time of the year as we celebrate 

the birth of our Savior, even to those of us who prefer the 

more modern language translations of God’s Word the 

Chrstimas story doesn’t quite sound right until it’s read 

or recited from the old KJV does it? 

 “Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and 
shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name 
Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with 
us.”

And, lo, the angel of the 
Lord came upon them, and the glory of the Lord shone 
round about them: and they were sore afraid.  And the 
angel said unto them, Fear not: for, behold, I bring you 
good tidings of great joy, which shall be to all people.

And this shall be a sign 
unto you; Ye shall find the babe wrapped in swaddling 
clothes, lying in a manger.  And suddenly there was with 
the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God, 
and saying, Glory to God in the highest, and on earth 
peace, good will toward men.”

Christmas is a time of celebration and a time of joy. It's a 
time to gather together with family and eat turkey and 
cookies and sing Christmas Carols, to see the magical 
light displays, send and receive cards and decorate the 
house with sights and smells that remind us of years gone 
by. 
 

Yet, for many, it is these memories that issue forth any-
thing but thoughts of celebration. For some, Christmas is a 
time of deep sorrow. It can hurt to be reminded that you 
don't have extra money for presents or that someone you 
love will no longer be with you at Christmas. 
 

As I thought about this, I realized that amidst the joy and 
celebration of the Christmas story, there is an unmistak-
able, underlying tone of sorrow. 
 

The truth is, God had to send His beloved Son to earth 
knowing full well that Jesus would ultimately have to be 
offered as the perfect sacrifice, tortured and murdered on a 
cruel cross by the people He so loved. Then, there's the 
whole killing spree by King Herod. And, what about the 
other telling of the Christmas story, told from a different, 
cosmic perspective Revelation chapter 12? There, Mary is 
about to give birth but satan (in the form of a ferocious 
dragon with seven heads) is poised to intercept the Holy 
Child and tear him limb from limb. 
 

You see – there is a war going on between good and evil. 
Like it or not, we were born behind enemy lines. The 

Christmas story is really a story of war and destruction. It 
is about the battle for the souls of men. The good news is 
that Jesus Christ IS victorious over sin and satan. It is be-
cause of this miraculous birth that we have redemption, 
salvation and freedom from guilt and judgment. 
 

“For every child of God defeats this evil world, and we 
achieve this victory through our faith. And who can win 
this battle against the world? Only those who believe that 
Jesus is the Son of God.” 1 John 5:4-5 (NLT) 

 

What ever you're struggling with this Christmas season, 
know that it is those who believe who will win this battle. 
Through Jesus Christ we already have the victory! God is 
on your side. Draw close to Him this season. Embrace His 
mercy and grace, His forgiveness and redemption. 
 

 And, by all means, don't struggle alone! We were not de-
signed to do this alone. That same dragon also roams 
about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he can devour (1 
Peter 5:8). One of his favorite tactics is to isolate believers 
– get them to think they're the only one struggling and 
separate them from the body – then pick them off. Let 
someone know what you're feeling. Ask for prayer. Seek 
out those who might be lonely or sick. Look for opportu-
nities to encourage and minister to each other.

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was 
with God, and the Word was God. 2 He was with God in 
the beginning. 3 Through him all things were made; with-
out him nothing was made that has been made. 4 In him 
was life, and that life was the light of men. 5 The light 
shines in the darkness, but the darkness has not under-
stood it. 

This passage just won’t go away. It’s been 
brought to my attention countless times in the past two 
weeks whether it be through a lesson someone teaches, a 
curriculum for KFC, or a discussion with the elders. This 
passage has always confused me to some extent because 
of “the word.” This clearly seems to be the word of God, 
but then the start of verse two states “He.” The clear 
meaning of He is Jesus himself, but when you look to the 
Greek used for “word” it is the word logos. Logos was 
used to describe the written word of God. So how can the 
son of God be called “the word?” He is the word manifest 
in human form. He is the God of the universe, who has 
been in existence from the beginning of time, which came 
to reveal the word to the world. Jesus is God’s word made 

known. Jesus is God’s word clarified. Jesus is the key to 
all of scripture. 

Some people have a hard time believing Jesus has 
been in existence since the creation of the world and just 
as God is, Jesus is. Because He is God, Jesus’ creation 
never was, and His death never is: He lived and always 
lives. Jesus is the clarity for us Christians, He is the light 
in a dark world, the word made known, so that we can 
understand Him and understand His word. 

Who is Jesus? He is. We try to put words and de-
scriptions and sometimes boundaries on God, but we 
can’t. We try to truly understand His mind, but we never 
will. We try to comprehend His will, but it will never be.  
 This Christmas remember to show your love for 
the Eternal One. The One who’s love and power will 
never truly be understood, the One who will always be, 
the only hope for mankind.
